Holiday Lighting and Decorating Safety Tips 

According to the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission 
approximately 12,800 people are treated each year in hospital 

emergency rooms from injuries related to holiday lights and decorations 
including falls, cuts, and shocks. Additionally, an estimated 300 home 
fires involve Christmas tress annually.
•	Be careful with holiday decorations. 

Choose decorations that are flame 
resistant or flame retardant.

•	Use only holiday lights with an 
Underwriters Laboratory (UL) safety 
certification label.

•	To prevent short circuit and overloads, 
make sure light sets are fused. UL listed 
sets rated 120V are always fused.

•	Replace any string of light with worn or 
broken cords or loose bulb connections. 
Connect no more than three strands of mini 
light sets and a maximum of 50 bulbs for 
screw-in-bulbs. Read manufacturer’s instruc-
tions for number of LED strands to connect.

•	Some lights are only for indoor or outdoor 
use, but not for both.

•	Ensure that all outdoor lighting and 
equipment are certified for outdoor use 
and that they are plugged into ground 
fault circuit interrupter outlets.

•	Avoid stringing holiday lights along alumi-
num siding, which can conduct electricity.

•	Always stay clear of power lines.
•	Fasten holiday lights securely to buildings 

and trees to prevent damage from wind.

•	Use clips, not nails, to hang lights so  
the cords do not get damaged.

•	Always test the lights on a non-flammable 
surface for 15 minutes. If they start to 
melt, smoke, or overheat, throw the  
string away.

•	 If using a live Christmas tree, make  
sure it is watered, and prevent the lights 
from coming into direct contact with  
the branches.

•	 If using an artificial tree, make sure it  
is made from fire retardant material.

•	Never use lights on metallic trees.
•	Do not exceed the manufacturer’s 

guidelines on how many strings of lights 
can be safely connected together.

•	Turn off lights while you are sleeping 
or away from home. Consider using an 
automatic timer.

•	Keep lit candles away from decorations 
and other things that can burn.

•	Keep decorations away from windows 
and doors.

•	Never put real candles on live or  
artificial trees. • 

Electric space heaters are the only unvented 
space heaters safe for inside use. All others need 
to be vented for use in home or used outside the 
home in a ventilated area. In selecting an electric 

heater, buy only a UL-approved unit with an automatic tip-over shut-off switch. Keep 
it on a level surface away from foot traffic. It should also be located at least three feet 
away from household combustibles such as drapes or bedding. •

What is Stormwater Runoff?

Stormwater (or polluted runoff) is rain or melting snow that  
flows over the ground. In urban or developed areas, stormwater 

runs over pavement and parking lots, picking up oil and other  
pollutants before flowing into a nearby river or stream. In more 
natural areas including forests and wetlands, stormwater can soak 
into the ground, or be stored and filtered.

Stormwater can pick up debris, chemicals, dirt, and other pollutants. 
Anything that enters a storm sewer is discharged untreated into the 
waterbodies we use for swimming, fishing, and providing drinking water. 

Polluted stormwater runoff can have many adverse effects on people, 
plants, animals, and fish.

•	 Sediment can cloud the water and make it difficult or impossible for 
aquatic plants to grow, and can destroy aquatic habitats. 

•	 Excess nutrients can cause algae to die. When algae dies, they sink  
to the bottom and decompose, which removes oxygen from the water. 
Fish and other aquatic organisms can’t exist in water with low  
dissolved oxygen levels.

•	 Bacteria and other pathogens can wash into swimming areas and  
create health hazards.

•	 When washed into waterbodies, debris such as plastic. •
